

Science Class Expectations 
ALL TEXT MUST HAVE COVERS

Note Cards = Each section of the chapter has vocabulary words that are to be put on note cards for study purposes.  Note cards will always be collected and points given on the day of the chapter test.
Fact sheets = Students are required to read each section and gather a determined number of facts (notes).  These facts will be used in class to help facilitate a productive discussion of the material.  This also helps students with valuable note taking skills(
Each lesson or chapter will have a formal evaluation of student understanding, not necessarily a written test.

Due dates will be given for each assignment.  Students will be given class time to work on assignments and projects when possible.  Any work not completed in class is homework!  Late work will be accepted for a reasonable period of time following the due date for a reduced grade.

All assignments on loose leaf are to have the following heading:



Name (last, first)



Date



Assignment (page# & title)

Assignments lacking the proper heading will be returned un-graded and counted as late.
Assignments that are to be turned in must be placed in the “Drop Off” box located in the classroom.  NO papers are to be handed to me.  This reduces the possibility of lost or misplaced papers.  Graded work may be picked up from the “Pick UP” box.

Absent students will be able to pick up any missed work from the “Pick Up” box.  Students are responsible for obtaining any missed work and seeing me to make sure they are up to speed on missed material.   

The “Homework Board” is kept up on a daily basis showing assignments and anticipated quiz and test dates. The Saint Mary’s web site stmaryofthelakeschool.com   also contains daily homework and important anticipated dates.  Students are required to use their assignment books to help them keep organized and plan ahead(
Grade sheets will be sent home on a regular basis, every 2-3 weeks, and as needed.  These are to be signed and returned for responsibility credit the following school day.

Science fair material for all grades will be sent home as needed. The 8th grade will begin immediately on their projects. The 7th grade will begin their project work during the second quarter and the 6th in the third quarter.  All projects will be due one week prior to the last day of the appointed grading period.
